Details
This summer program will appeal to girls who enjoy being around show ponies and improving both their equestrian skills and their French language abilities.  
Equestrian Program
The equestrian lessons are provided at two different fully accredited facilities, in French, with examinations at the end of the week resulting in French National Diplomas according to the level achieved. Depending on the level of the girl, they will be started at the walk, trot, canter, jumping and dressage. Most girls at the end of the two weeks will have jumped small to medium obstacles and be very familiar with beginning level dressage.  We are happy to accommodate advanced riders as well. 


Riding Lessons occupy 4 hours per day and are completed with training lessons of the Welsh ponies of Chateau Fleuri. (longing, long reins, free jumping, desensibilisation, veterinary care, show presentations, manipulation of new foals)

French Language 
The girls will be provided with 3 hours of French instruction per day by accredited French teachers.  This will be complimented by the various staff members of Chateau Fleuri who speak only French.


There will be emphasis on equestrian vocabulary as well to permit the girls to follow the riding courses with minimal difficulty.


Each girl will be evaluated and her language instruction will be based on her actual mastery of the French language.


There will be required oral presentations at lunch times by the girls and they will be in a fully immersed French language program.
Other Activities
There will be visits to towns for shopping excursions, cultural activities and movies.

Surprise Weekend
One overnight weekend planned with an equestrian theme.

Required Clothes
Riding helmet, boots (rubber or leather) short or long, riding pants 2 pairs, working pants and shorts with sneakers, windbreakers, jackets, sweaters and pajamas. One sweatsuit.  Also two “dress” outfits (shoes to walk in)  for excursions and travel.
